Otherwise, cross AC wiring at a 90° angle.

Prior to selting up GF system, make sure all the stations have been installed
and wired in proper manner. Leave the front frame & module panels unattached.

Temperature GF Entrance station: —10°C ~ +60°C (+14°F ~ +140°F).
GF-BC: 0°C ~ +40°C (+32°F ~ +104°F).
GF-1D: 0°C ~ +40°C (+32°F ~ +104°F).

Rain hood (option) GF Entrance station is weather-resistant, but for best results, it should be protected
from direct weather conditions. Install a rain hood (GF-H) to protect it from direct rainfall.
